The Internet Keep Safe Coalition teaches basic rules of Internet safety to children and parents, in its online virtual playground: www.iKeepSafe.org and in schools through trained presenters.  Studies show 54% of kids have private conversations with online strangers through Instant Messaging, 30% of kids have talked with a cyber-stranger about meeting in person, 27% have talked with an online stranger about sex, and 16% have discovered that someone online was an adult pretending to be much younger.  The Coalition seeks to reduce these alarming findings by ensuring children understand how to keep themselves safe online. 

Governors, first spouses, and/or attorney generals formed the Coalition in partnership with a growing list of medical and crime prevention organizations, law enforcement agencies, foundations and businesses.
