The Penncrest HCI Octagon Club and the
Springton Lake Middle School Spartans Junior
Optimist Club in Pennsylvania spent a snowy
winter on a warm project — sewing soff, cheery
pillowcases for children diagnosed with life-
changing illnesses. The pillowcases add color to
the rooms of young patients who have to spend
extended time in the hospital.

The pillowcase project is run by the nonprofit
organization ConKerr Cancer, founded by
a mother whose young son was fighting the
disease and feeling very blue during his hospital
stay. She made him special pillowcases, which
really cheered him up, and an idea was born!
Since its founding in 2002, ConKerr Cancer has

delivered more than 300,000 cheerful pillowcases to sick children across the United States and around the world.
The Media-Rose Tree Optimist Club sponsors the JOOI Clubs and supported the project by donating the funds
necessary to purchase the fabric. Robin Heckman, consumer science teacher at Springton Lake Middle School,
donated the use of her room and sewing machines to the students and parent volunteers.
Through a lot of hard work, the JOOI Clubs produced 30 pillowcases that any child would be excited to have

on their bed.

Pennies pile up

When Stingley Elementary School in Centerville, Ohio,

decided to help out with “Pennies for Patients,” their
Bee Optimist Alpha Club was the go-to group to make
it all possible.

In February, the school joined with more than 25,000
other schools throughout the United States to collect
money — penny by penny - for the Leukemia and
Lymphoma Society.

The Alpha Club helped out by getting collection
boxes ready, distributing flyers and making sure
classrooms had what they needed to get started.

The JOOI Members also visited classrooms throughout
the drive to collect the money raised. For almost two
weeks, students in grades two through five robbed their
piggy banks, gave up their birthday money and asked
their parents for their spare change. When one student
made a big sacrifice, it inspired their classmates to do
the same!

The result? The school’s goal was $500, but the end
tally was almost triple that — $1,400!
