The Optimist International Junior Golf Championships is an elite junior golf tournament that 
takes place at PGA National Resort & Spa in Palm Beach Gardens, Florida, USA, July 23-28 
and July 28-August 2, 2009.  The 2009 championships will include more than 620 players 
from 25+ countries. Golfers compete in the 10-11, 12-13, 14-15, & 16-18 age divisions. A 
golfer’s division is determined by his/her age on the last day of the championships.  
 
Junior golfers who are permanent residents (defined as a golfer who lives AND attends 
school in the nation represented) of nations that do not already send official international des-
ignates to The Optimist may submit an “International At Large” application for considera-
tion.  Submission of an application DOES NOT guarantee acceptance into the playing field.  
A very limited number of golfers will be accepted in each age division based golfers advanc-
ing to the championships through qualifiers and anticipated field sizes.   
 
PLEASE NOTE—International applicants will be considered in the following order: 

• Priority 1: Applications submitted by and certified by an International Golf Federation 
Member Organization (visit www.InternationalGolfFederation.org for details).   

• Priority 2: Applications submitted by a legitimate national or regional junior golf organi-
zation that is not a part of the International Golf Federation.   

• Priority 3:  Applications submitted by individuals.  These applications will only be con-
sidered if space allows.   

  International At Large Application Steps: 
(1) Review the 2009 Fact Sheet for tournament details, prices, etc. 
(2) Visit www.optimist.org/golf to see if your nation’s federation, association, etc. sends 

international designates to The Optimist.  If so, golfers must contact the international 
organization indicated and are not eligible to submit this application.   

(3) Complete the International At Large application form as indicated.    
(4) Return the application form and a copy of the applicant’s birth certificate, baptismal 

record or passport. Applications must be received by APRIL 22, 2009.  Applications 
received after April 22 will be considered on a space-available basis only.   

(5) You will be notified via e-mail that we have received your application. 
(6) Applications will be reviewed during the last week of April and you will be notified 

of the status by April 29.  Official registration materials (tournament details, accom-
modations, costs and registration forms) will be sent for all accepted applicants.  A 
wait list will be established in each age division if necessary.     

 

In addition to the application steps above, accepted golfers must REGISTER and pay for the 
championships by May 31, 2009.  Please refer to the official registration materials for de-
tails.  If we do not receive registrations by May 31, we will accept golfers from the wait list.
