About the Optimist International Tournament of Champions 
The Optimist International Tournament of Champions is an invi-
tational event for top finishers of the summer Optimist Interna-
tional Junior Golf Championships, winners of official 2010 Opti-
mist District qualifying tournaments, and other top-ranked na-
tional and international junior golfers.   
 
Age Divisions and Field Sizes 

Boys 16-18:  Approximately 50 entries 
Boys 14-15:  Approximately 25 entries 
Girls 14-18:  Approximately 25 entries 

 
Age Limit and Eligibility 
The Tournament of Champions is open to boys and girls who are 
between the ages of 14 and 18 through the final round on Octo-
ber 31, 2010.  To be eligible, golfers may not be enrolled in col-
lege.   
 
Tournament Format 
Competition is 36-hole stroke play with tournament rounds on 
Saturday, October 30, and Sunday, October 31.  Optional prac-
tice rounds are available on Thursday and Friday, October 28 and 
29.  Carts or caddies are prohibited for tournament rounds.    
 
Course and Yardages 
All divisions will play the Disney’s Palm Golf Course at Walt Dis-
ney World.  Approximate course yardages are: 

Boys 16-18:  6,900 yards 
Boys 14-15:  6,500 yards 
Girls 14-18:  6,000 yards 

 
Application Process 
Complete the APPLICATION FORM as indicated.  Enclose a copy 
of a birth certificate or passport for age verification.  Return to 
Optimist Junior Golf—TOC, 4494 Lindell Blvd., St. Louis, MO 
63108 (or send by e-mail to golf@optimist.org or FAX 314-735-
4109).  Attach the entry fee of $360 US  payable to “Optimist 
International.” Applications must be received by October 1, 2010 
at 5 p.m. (CST).  Applications received after the deadline will be 
accepted on a space-available basis only.   Submission of an ap-
plication DOES NOT guarantee acceptance into the playing field.    
 
Tournament Acceptance 
A list of golfers who are accepted for the playing fields will be 
posted on www.optimist.org/golf during the week of October 4.  
Accepted applicants will receive a confirmation letter and infor-
mation on accommodations and additional options via e-mail.  
The tournament entry fee for accepted applicants will be proc-
essed upon acceptance.  Applicants who are not accepted will be 
notified and their registration fee will be returned. 

Entry Fee 
The entry fee of $360 US includes: two tournament rounds, 
range balls prior to play, golfer’s lunch on both tournament 
round days, and an Optimist Golf gift package.  See reverse for 
information on optional practice rounds, accommodations and 
additional options.  
 
Refunds 
Persons who cancel on or before October 8 will receive a 
refund less a $50 cancellation fee.  Persons canceling from 
October 9 to October 16 will receive a refund less a cancellation 
fee of $100.  Persons canceling after October 16 will not receive 
a refund.  Refund requests must be made in writing—verbal 
requests will not be honored.   
 
Financial Assistance  
Optimist Districts and Clubs are not required to provide finan-
cial assistance to golfers from their area.  However, many Dis-
tricts or Clubs may have funds available to assist golfers in at-
tending the Tournament of Champions.  Please contact the Op-
timist Junior Golf Chairperson from your District for details.

GENERAL INFORMATION 

Practice Rounds 
Optional practice rounds are available on Thursday, October 28 and 
Friday, October 29.  Greens fee cost is $70 plus tax (includes cart) 
before 2:00 p.m. and $50 plus tax (includes cart) after 2:00 p.m.  All 
fees for practice rounds are payable directly to Disney Golf.  To book 
a practice round tee time, call (407) 938-3868 or e-mail 
WDW.Golf.Reservations@disney.com. 
 
Driving Range and Putting Green 
Registration also includes range balls prior to play and unlimited 
access to practice greens for the dates of October 30 and 31.     
 
Rules and Regulations 
The Tournament of Champions will be played in accordance with all 
USGA and local course rules.  A local rules sheet will be given to all 
players at tournament registration.  All participants are responsible 
for following the Optimist Golf Code of Conduct.  Violations to any 
rules or regulations may result in stroke penalties or disqualification.  
Severe violations of the Code of Conduct will result in immediate 
disqualification and the golfer will be sent home at the first available 
opportunity at his/her own expense.   
 
Carts, Pull Carts and Caddies  
Electric carts and caddies are prohibited in all divisions for all tourna-
ment rounds. Pull carts are allowed in all age divisions for all tourna-
ment rounds.  Participants must provide their own equipment.  Elec-
tric carts are prohibited for spectators during tournament rounds 
(no exceptions).  Spectators who need on-course transportation may 
utilize an electric mobility scooter.  Scooters are available from sev-
eral local rental vendors.  The rental fee for a scooter is the responsi-
bility of the individual.  Please contact Optimist Golf for details. 
 
Completion of Play 
Provided there are no weather or other delays, the final round is 
scheduled to conclude by 2:30 p.m.  However, tournament play will 
extend to 4 p.m. on October 31  if necessary.   Please plan your de-
partures accordingly and allow for ample time for airport transfers.  
If the final round cannot be completed by 4 p.m. due to weather 
delays or unforeseen circumstances, the tournament will revert back 
to the last 18 holes completed by the entire field. 
 
Rankings 
The Tournament of Champions is nationally ranked by the Junior 
Golf Scoreboard and Golfweek and is included in the AJGA Perform-
ance Based Entry process.   
 
Awards 
Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in each division.  
In case of ties, there will be a playoff for first place only.  2nd and 
3rd place ties will be determined by a scorecard playoff.  Trophies 
will also be awarded for the lowest score on the last day of play in 
each division. 
 
Exemptions (Optimist and AJGA) 
Top finishers of the Tournament of Champions will be exempt from 
having to qualify for the summer 2011 Optimist International Junior 
Golf Championships at PGA National Resort & Spa as follows:  Boys 
16-18 (Top 10); Boys 14-15 & Girls 14-18 (Top 5).   
 
For the 2010 Tournament of Champions, the following AJGA exemp-
tions will be awarded:  Boys 16-18 - Champion (3 exemptions), Top 5 

(2 exemptions), Top 10 (1 exemption); Girls 14-18 - Champion (2 
exemptions), Top 3 (1 exemption); Boys 14-15 - Top 5 (AJGA Junior 
All-Star Exempt Status).  For more information, go to www.ajga.org.  
 
Spectator Rules 
Spectator rules will be in effect for all non-participants during all 
tournament rounds.   Parental involvement contrary to these rules 
may result in player disqualification.   
¶ Remain at least 50 feet from all golfers while following play. 
¶ Advice may not be given to any player.  Violation of this rule 

may result in stroke penalties or player disqualification. 
¶ Do not walk in the fairways.  
¶ Help spot golf balls.  
¶ Allow rules officials to administer rulings. You will be brought 

into a situation only when asked by a rules official. 
¶ When on the course, turn off cell phones or turn ringers to the 

silent or vibrate mode. 
 
FootJoy Live!Scoring 
Optimist International, in cooperation with the Junior Golf Score-
board, will feature live scoring at the Tournament of Champions. 
FootJoy Live!Scoring is the newest innovation in competitive junior 
golf.  The Internet-based system is an opportunity to see tee times 
and tournament results in addition to the hole-by-hole scores of 
players as they compete.
